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If you’ve had a pop up screen say-
ing you need Antivirus 2008 or 
2009, chances are you have al-
ready been infected. This little bug 
is just annoying at first, popping up 
messages to download, etc. Then 
one day everything goes black (or 
blue). Over the past couple of 
months we have had to wipe and 
reload many machines that have 
fallen victim to this terrible virus.  

When this first pops up and wants 
you to download, DO NOT PRESS 
THE ‘X’ box to close the window. 
This actually means ‘YES’ to this 
virus. The only way to safely exit 
this, so far, is to press ‘ctrl+alt+del’ 
to open the task manager, and then 
end the task from there. Hopefully it 
doesn’t evolve to get around this 
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procedure as well. Remember, no 
antivirus program is 100% protec-
tion. There are people working on 
viruses, mal-ware etc. everyday 
trying to break down the barriers of 
today's best protection programs. 
We put AVG Free Edition on all of 
our wipe and reloads. It is a high 
ranking program and it updates 
daily totally free for home use. Of 
course there are better ones out 
there if you want to pay a yearly 
fee. ‘Spybot Search & Destroy’ & 
‘Adaware’ are good spyware re-
moval programs that are also free 
for home use. These programs all 
have versions you must pay and 
register for, but make sure, if you 
want the free version, it will 
download without requiring you to 
register in any way.
